Cycle of Catechesis. Vices and
Virtues. 6. Wrath

Dear brothers and

sisters:

Today we stop to reflect on the
vice of anger. It is a particularly
dark vice, and is perhaps the
simplest to recognize from a
physical point of view. The
person dominated by anger
can hardly hide this impulse:
you recognize it by the
movements of the body, by the
aggressiveness, by the labored
breathing, by the grim and
frowning gaze.

In its most acute manifesta-
tion, anger is a vice that does
not give up. If it arises from an
injustice suffered (or
considered as such), it is often
unleashed not against the
guilty party, but against the
first unfortunate person one
encounters. There are men
who contain their anger in the
workplace, appearing calm and
compassionate, but once they
get home they become
unbearable for their wife and
children. Anger is an unbridled
vice: it is capable of taking
away our sleep and making us
continually plot in our minds,
without us being able to find a
barrier to our reasoning and
thoughts.

Anger is a vice that destroys
human relationships. It
expresses the inability to
accept the diversity of others,

especially when their life
options differ from ours. The
apostle Paul -recommends his
Christians to immediately
address the problem and
attempt reconciliation: "Do not
allow the night to catch you
angry" (Eph 4:26).

In the “Our Father,” Jesus
makes us pray for our human
relationships, which are a
minefield: a plane that is never
in perfect balance. In life we
have to deal with people who
are indebted to us; In the same
way, we certainly have not
always loved everyone to the
right extent. To some we have
not returned the love that is
owed to them.

There is a holy indignation,
which is not anger, but an

inner movement, a holy
indignation. Jesus met her
several times in his life

(Mk 3:5): he never responded
to evil with evil, but in his soul
he experienced this feeling
and, in the case of the
merchants in the Temple, he
carried out a strong and
prophetic action, dictated not
out of anger, but out of zeal for
the house of the Lord
(Mt 21:12-13). We must
distinguish well: one thing is
zeal, holy indignation, another
thing is anger, which is evil.

It is up to us, with the help of
the Holy Spirit, to find the right
measure of passions, to
educate them well so that they
are directed towards good, and
not towards evil.

Vicios y virtudes. 6. La ira
Queridos hermanos y

hermanas:

Hoy nos detenemos a reflex-
ionar sobre el vicio de la ira. Es
un vicio particularmente tene-
broso, y es quizas el mas simple
de reconocer desde un punto de
vista fisico. La persona dominada
por la ira dificilmente logra
disimular este impetu: lo
reconoces por los movimientos
del cuerpo, por la agresividad,
por la respiracion agitada, por la
mirada torva y cefiuda.

En su manifestacion mds aguda,
la ira es un vicio que no da
tregua. Si nace de una injusticia
padecida (o considerada como
tal), a menudo no se desata
contra el culpable, sino contra el
primer desafortunado con el que
uno se encuentra. Hay hombres
gue contienen su ira en el lugar
de trabajo, mostrandose
tranquilos y compasivos, pero
gue una vez llegados a su casa se
vuelven insoportables para la
esposa y los hijos. La ira es un
vicio desenfrenado: es capaz de
quitarnos el suefio y de hacernos
maquinar continuamente en
nuestra mente, sin que logremos
encontrar una barrera para los
razonamientos y pensamientos.

En el “Padre nuestro”, Jesus nos
hace orar por nuestras rela-
ciones humanas, que son un
terreno minado: un plano que
nunca estd en equilibrio perfec-
to. En la vida tenemos que
tratar con personas que estan
en deuda con nosotros; del
mismo modo, ciertamente
nosotros no siempre hemos
amado a todos en la justa
medida.
Existe una santa indignacion,
gqgue no es la ira, sino un
movimiento interior, una santa
indignacion. Jesus la conocid
varias veces en su vida (Mc 3,5):
nunca respondié al mal con el
mal, pero en su alma
experimenté este sentimiento
y, en el caso de los mercaderes
en el Templo, realizé una accion
fuerte y profética, dictada no
por la ira, sino por el celo por la
casa del Sefior (mt21,12-13).
Debemos distinguir bien: una
cosa es el celo, la santa
indignacion, otra cosa es la ira,
gue es mala.
